Procedure for loading a gondola

In order to safely load a gondola you should follow the order described the following
sketches to unload a gondola safely, you must follow the opposite way

Load the base shelf on one side of the gondola

Then load the base shelf on the other side of the gondola

Load the next level in ascending order on the first side

Pursue with the next shelf on the opposite side in ascending order

Continue loading the first side of the gondola from the bottom to the top
Finish by loading the shelves in the opposite side of the gondola

Once the previous step is over, load the base shelf of the gondola head
Continue loading the gondola head in ascending order

It is forbidden to use any motorized equipment to load or unload the gondola
